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Scott McCarthy
had very
practical

advice and it was delivered quietly, but with the authority of one who has
practiced what he preached.  Scott works at the Naval Undersea Warfare Center at Newport RI and has conducted
several survival courses in the Arctic for military personnel and has encountered frostbite.  He brought lots of props and
samples of gear he either bought or made himself.  Here are some information nuggets from his talk.  Doug Mowry has a
copy of a handout which can be copied for anyone who wants one.

“The Arctic is beautiful but deadly (weather, polar bears).  The snow is a fine, nucleate snow, feels like sand. The ice
cracks and is always moving so supply planes have to re-find the camp every time they make a run. The course objective
is to stay alive for one week.  They will usually find you by then...”
“The Arctic is a good place to crash, nothing to hit.  Survival is a personal thing.  Make your own survival kit.  Never put
anything in it that you haven't used or don©t have the skill and confidence to use.  In other words, shun the factory
produced kits.”
“Build a shelter near the aircraft.  Activate the ELT. Don't leave the site..you are less likely to be seen.”

Three necessities in their order of importance, SHELTER, WATER, FOOD.
SHELTER - Snow Cave- build just big enough to lay down and sit up.  Survival Stoves,come in many varieties: candle,
gas, blubber.  Use one match to light a candle and use the candle to light a fire.  Candle Stove, candle with tin foil base,
tin can with cutouts over candle will heat a small space.  Buy candles made for collapsible candle lanterns, will burn for
nine hours (compressed paraffin).  Small can of hair spray for fire starter.  Three basic tools, knife, shovel, saw.  S.A.S.
Survival Saw, looks like a cord, need two hands.  Sierra folding saw, one hand.  Knives - if the tang is inside the handle
(rat-tail tang) they break easily.  Look for a knife that has a full tang visible along the top of the handle, with the two halves
of the handle riveted to it.  Carbon steel can be sharpened and doesn©t get brittle in the cold.  Learn how to sharpen it.
Take something to sharpen it with.  Shovels - folding shovels. Matches, dip in paraffin to make them burn longer.  Dome
fire starter is good but you need skill to use it.  Scratch magnesium on tinder to make fire.  The common butane lighter is
dependable. Keep it warm but it has explosive power of three sticks of dynamite if a leak develops.  Tinder - lint from
dryer, #40 steel wool, commercial tinder, cotton balls with Vaseline.  Never sit on ground, use Therma-Rest Mattress or
heavy-duty garbage bag. Orange Space Blanket to insulate you from the ground.  Leaves and pine boughs (if you©re not
in the Arctic),  a $15 Russian Wool Blanket for sleeping bag.
WATER - Assume it©s polluted, buy water filters.  Need three quarts to two gallons per person per day.  Water storage,
aluminum canteen.  If water freezes, can be heated on stove, a plastic container can©t.  Aluminum canteen buried two
feet deep in snow will stay liquid overnight.
 FOOD - Meals Ready To Eat (MRE©s),are great. Watch your food: toss bloaters, or leakers. Don©t let outer MRE
packaging contact your drinking water or food as the container outsides contains toxins to discourage rodents from
knawing through the package.

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Hi everybody,
     I'm sure you've all noticed me working on the plane quite a bit.
This has been the ªmaintenance year from hellº for the Lancair.
     It started with a minor prop strike last spring down in Westerly when I nicked a frost heave on the
taxiway.
R I Aeronautics was very gracious to pay for the prop overhaul for me on that.
     Then during our annual fly-in, we discovered some small cracks in the fuselage that seemed to have
been caused by twisting loads on the tail.  I worked on that for nearly two months before I had a satisfactory
reinforcement in place.
     This past winter, a nasty engine roughness had me pull into Taunton Airport where I was lucky to find a
warm hangar at Superior Aero Services.  A little investigation found valve guide problems and a little more
found three cylinders with small cracks.  With the help and guidance of Jim Gotovich, I replaced all four jugs
with reconditioned ones from Mattituck.  Along the way, some higher (9:1) compression experimental
pistons found their way in, which might help with the racing.
     Many thanks to Will Thorn, our local technical expert and designee.  I wouldn't get very far without his
help on any of these problems.
    Also thanks to Jim Gotovich.  His hospitality and nice warm shop let me do most of the nuts and bolts
work myself.

     Another small problem I had was that the alternator quit charging.  I found a shop that was exactly right,
ªBoulanger, Leo & Son,  in New Bedford.  They virtually overhauled my alternator in 15 minutes and only
wanted $20.00.  Nice people to boot.
