He participated in the “final exams”
where classroom meets the practical in cold weather
operations.

Since aircraft flying over inhospitable areas may result in
a downing, being “Arctic worthy” makes sense.

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March Builder’s Breakfast

This month's Builder's Breakfast will be at
Quonset State Airport in North Kingstown,
RI to visit the completed Subaru powered
Pelican PL of Gary Krysztopik. Developed
in the early 90's, the Pelican PL is a
two-place aircraft manufactured by
Ultravia Aero Int'l of Quebec Canada. The
Pelican consists of an aluminum wing and
control surfaces with a composite fuselage

that is configurable as either a tail-dragger or tricycle. While designed to use the Rotax 912, Gary
has chosen to use a Stratus 100HP Subaru EA-81 turning a Prince propeller for motivation. Gary
has also added several custom touches such as his own PC based engine monitoring system, a

BRS ballistic parachute and a Blue Mountain
EFIS/Lite (see photo at left for a view of his
panel). The Pelican PL has a cruise speed of
115kts with a useful load of 550 Ibs depending on
options. Stall speed clean is a comfortable 50kts.
Ultravia advertises that the fast-build Pelican can
be completed in 25 weekends. The standard kit
minus engine, crating and avionics lists for
$22,900. There is also the possibility that several
other homebuilts and production planes will be
pulled from their hangars if weather permits. You
can visit the following web sites for more detailed
information:

A couple of fads and observations to consider as we begin the adive flying season.

Tire inflation

One of the littl e known fads about tires for airplanesis that due to the materials used, they will | ek a small amourt of air over
time. Rubber has been used because of its better extreme-temperature caabiliti es but the le&k rate is why aircraft parked for
prolonged periods have low tires.

That said, the age of the tire and tube &fed how well thetire will retain air. Inner tubes are natural rubber, making this sibjea
to deterioration over time aswell. Safe to say, if you don’t land with the brakes s, the tires will age more than wea. Tire
manufadurers agreethat tires lose between 0.2 percent and 1 percent of the dr in atypicd 24 hour period. This highlights the
neal to chedk your aircraft tires for proper inflation before eab flight because proper inflation is criticd to the life of your
tires.

What isthe Right Presaure?

Tire manufadures auggest that out-of-date information in some Pil ot Operator Handbodks may
be causing pil ots to under-inflate their tires. The extent of this under inflation may be & much as
10-15 paunds. Spedalty Tires of America, which makes the McCreay line, recommends 42
pounds as proper inflation for atypicd 6.00 x 6-inch tire while some arframe manuals cadl out
25 paunds.

To get the longest life and best wea out of the tires, you need to get the right inflation presaure.
A tirerunat lower presaure will wea faster and toward the shoulder of the tire rather than evenly
as desired. Severe under inflation may cause thetire to leare the rim on landing, spaili ng the
whole flying experience...Over inflation will cause the center to wea out first.

Sincethe drframe and tire aeredly a system, what should you do? The
admonitions of commercia TV for all the drugs from Advil to Viagra point the
way...” Ask your mechanic if higher tire presaure isright for your plane.” Ask the
distributor for the recommended inflation value. Use goodjudgment in making
any changes.
