Minutes from Meeting on 4-15-05

The meeting was called to order by Doug Mowry, Chapter President at 7:30 PM. The minutes as printed in
the newsletter were accepted on a voice vote as well as the Treasure's report. Fifteen members and
guests attended.

It was mentioned that the chapter can receive $10 from the EAA for each new member who joins the
national EAA.

Joe Kelly talked briefly about the Mansfield Airport Commission that was attended by several members.

Mike Vidal presented again the opportunity to attend the New England Air museum and reported that
currently 5 members had signed to go.

With no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned at 8:00 PM for refreshments after which Ms.
Mary Gabriel, FAA Airworthiness IA presented an informative and lively discussion on the subject of
Aircraft Corrosion.

Safety Seminar given by Mary Gabriel, from the FAA .

Beginning with the question, “What distance from the ocean is still considered to be a salt environment”,
(hint: 50 miles) the May speaker program began.

With the aid of a video, Ms. Gabriel focused on the causes of and the treatment of corrosion in aircratft.
As the fleet ages, she said, serious maintenance issues can arise compromising the integrity of the
structure. Getting rid of the corrosion is the only way she said.

Discussing various processes and chemicals available made for an interesting evening. For reference,
the handbook, AC43-4A, free from the US printing office, explains limits for corrosion penetration during
inspection as well as methods to mitigate the problem.

She completed the discussion by suggesting that the individual owner can be proactive in the hunt for
corrosion by carefully inspecting the aircraft often, rather than leaving it to the mechanics at annual time.

A long time plane owner and supporter of general aviation she continued to impress the need for recurrent
training in all matters of flying including the need to learn about the new systems and materials available
and coming on line to further aircraft lifetimes.

If you have been caught driving urder the influence (DUI) or it happensto you in the future you should know that the DUI/DWI
Enforcement Program requires airmen to report alcohol and related motor vehicle ations (MVA) to the FAA. It also provides
authority for an enforcement adion to be isaued against airmen who receve multiple MVA's within athreeyea period. Thefinal
rule can be found in Title 14, Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 61.For more information on this subjed visit http://

Washington DC Pilot Visual Warning System

The Visual Warning System (VWS), anticipated operational date May 21, 2005 is designed to warn pil ots who are violating the
Air Defense Identificatiion Zone (ADIZ) established by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) over Washington D.C. VWSis
a ground-based system that uses sfety-tested low-level beams of alternating green and red lights to alert pil ots that they are flying
without approval in designated airspace These visually conspicuous lights, distinct from other light signals currently used by FAA
Air Traffic Control, are designed to provide aclea warning to pilots who enter the ADIZ without authorizaion and cannot be
contaded on radio by Air Traffic Control. The lights are so designed that illumination levels are eye-safe and non-hazadous at all
ranges. Only aircraft that are unauthorized or unidentified and unresponsive would be visually warned. This visual warning is
designed to prompt immediate adion by the pil ot to contad Air Traffic Control and exit. Click on the following URL for a Visua
