Beach.

  Follow Rt. 88 South 1/2 mile to 2nd exit - Rt. 6 East towards Dartmouth.

  Follow Rt. 6 East 1/2 mile to 1st traffic light.  Turn left at Cumberland Farms onto Davis Road.

  I am the 3rd house on the right - corner of Davis Rd. & Idola St. House has almond colored vertical
siding, and sits diagonally on the lot.  Look for the large Ham Radio tower in the back yard.  Park on
the Davis Rd. side, on the grass, near the tower and camper trailer. Anywhere near the garage door is
fine, then come right into the garage.

Directions:
From Mansfield Airport – Follow Fruit St. back out to S. Main.  Turn Right onto S. Main and follow it to
the first traffic light (George’s Cleaners, Shell Station, South Common), at the light turn Right onto East
St., Follow East St. to the end (you’ ll pass the High School, Middle School and elementary schools on
the way).  East St. merges with Rt. 106.  At the merge you will see the Mansfield Highway Dept. just
ahead and slightly to the left.  Go straight onto Rt. 106 and then turn left into the Mansfield Highway
Dept.  Follow the fenced parking area around to the right and follow the dirt road uphill to the Mansfield
Fish and Game.

From Mansfield Center – Take Rt. 106 East out of Mansfield center approx. 1.25 miles. At this point
East St. merges from the right with Rt. 106.  At the merge you will see the Mansfield Highway Dept. on
the left.  Turn left into the Mansfield Highway Dept.  Follow the fenced parking area around to the right
and follow the dirt road uphill to the Mansfield Fish and Game.
